Whereas, the Maharashtra Airport Development Company Limited (hereinafter referred to “MADC") is a company

incorporated under the Companies Act, 1956 and functions under the superintendence and control of the Government of
Maharashtra: '

And whereas, Government of Maharashtra in Urban Development Department has, in exercise of its power con-
ferred under sub-section (1B) of Section 40 of the Maharashtra Regional and Town Planning Act, 1966 (Mah. XXXVII of
1966) (hereinafter referred to as “the said Act”) vide Government Notification Nos. TPS-2401-1 494-CR-238-02-UD-9,
dated 04-02-03, TPS-2401-1494-CR-238-01-UD-9, dated 23-01-06, TPS-2407-2997-CR-296-07-UD-9, dated 17-07-08
and CID-3308-630-CR-224-08-UD-10, dated 01-04-2010, appointed MADC to be the Special Planning Authority for the
notified area of Multi-modal International Hub Airport at Nagpur (hereinafter referred to as “MIHAN"); admeasuring

5021.23 Ha. and comprises area from villages of Nagpur Urban Taluka, Nagpur Rural Taluka & Hingna Taluka of Nagpur
District :

And whereas, MADC had in accordance with sub-section (2) of Section 115 as inserted by clause (d) of sub-
section (3) of Section 40 of the said Act carried out survey of the aforesaid notified area and prepared the existing land
use map and accordingly prepared the Draft Proposals for the development of land within its jurisdiction ;

And whereas, MADC, as required by sub-section (2) of Section 115 as inserted by clause (d) of sub-section (3) of
Section 40 of the said Act had published the Draft Planning Proposals along with Draft Development Control
Regulations (hereinafter referred as “the Planning Proposal’) in the Maharashtra Government Gazette Part-I-A, Nagpur
Divisional Supplement, dated 14" January 2010 on page 3, at serial No. 3, for inviting suggestions and objections from
the public within a period of 30 days from the date of publication of the notice in the official Gazette;
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And whereas, after considering the suggestion and objection so received from the public, MADC had subrhitted
the Planning Proposal to the State Government vide its letter No. MADC-MIHA-121-727, dated 1% July, 2010 for
sanction;

And whereas, after submission of the Planning Proposal to the State Government, MADC, vide its letter No.
MADC-MIHA-121-461, dated 17" June, 2013 had informed the State Government that on account of some incidental
changes/circumstances arisen in the allocation of land for different uses and guidelines issued by the Government, the
said Planning Proposal needs to undergo changes/modifications of substantial nature and as such, requested the
Government to allow MADC to withdraw the said Planning Proposal; ' :

And whereas, the Board of Directors of MADC, vide Resolution dated 30" June, 2014 has approved the draft
revised Planning Proposal and Development Control Regulations for republishing and resubmitting to the Government
after following the due process under the said Act;

And whereas, the Government of Maharashtra has vide its letter No. TPS-2414-459-CR-226-2014-UD-9, dated
14" January 2015 returned the said Planning Proposal to MADC permitting it to withdraw the said Planning Proposals,
so as to incorporate the necessary changes and to carry out the statutory requirements as per Section 115 of the said
Act and resubmit the same to Director, Town Planning, Pune for approval.

Now, therefore, as required by sub-section (2) of Section 115 as inserted by clause (d) of sub-section (3) of Section
40 of the said Act, the Draft Planning Proposal and Draft Development Control Regulations for the said area, so revised
are hereby published, for information and inviting suggestions and objections thereto within a period of 30 days from the
date of publication of this notice in Maharashtra Government Gazette. The suggestions and objecitons, if any, should
be sent in writing and addressed to Vice-Chairman & Managing Director, MADC Ltd., on the above address, so as to
reach within stipulated period. The suggestions/objections received during stipulated period will be duly processed in
accordance with the law embodied in sub-section (3) of Section 115 as inserted by clause (d) of sub-section (3) of
Section 40 of the said Act, before submitting the proposal to the Director, Town Planning, Maharashtra State, Pune for
approval.
